1.Confirm that you have all Dension ice>Link parts and they are compatible with your vehicle and radio
system.

2.Make sure to have the radio security code in handy if the vehicle requires code upon loss of power.

3.Follow the hardware installation guides. If radio removal is required, proceed following the factory service
guide of the vehicle.

4.Configure the system [see configuration guide]

Factory changer harness may be located in center console (BMW X3), near the rear speakers (23, Z4) or glove
compartment (Land Rover).
For component location call Dension USA or see factory changer install guide.



Mounting the ice>Link: Plus cradle

Assemble the base of the iPod cradle with an optional vehicle specific adapter.
Optional adapter is not required, however recommended for easy and damage free installation.

NEVER install any object in the way of airbags! The force of an opening airbag can launch any
object in it’s path with sufficient force to kill someone!

Insert the front of the cradle to the back piece, but do not force the cradle onto the base. The pin is keyed and
will only insert in one orientation. Align cradle orientation as desired. Tighten the set screw with the included
Allen wrench. Do not drive the set screw through the pin, only tighten the screw so it grabs the pin.

Once set, the cradle should not be forced to a different position. To adjust, first loosen the set screw, tilt and
rotate to realign, and then fasten the screw again.

A variety of spacers and rubber pads are included to provide the best support for the iPod. These are held in
place by a double sided tape, and may be removed by the end user if a thicker iPod is used later on.



Vehicle Specific Connectors

BMW R17

[ Disconnect 3 pin and 6 pin plugs from rear of CD changer (if fitted).

Remove existing 17 pin plug from back of head unit. Attach 17 pin socket on
breakin/breakout harness to this plug. Attach new 17 pin plug to back of head unit. Insert
12-pin microfit connector to ice>Link:iPod interface.

Attach 10 pin CD audio connector to bottom left socket on rear of head unit. If the head
unit already had a connector in this socket with more than 4 wires, splice the cables on the
ice>Link:iPod 10 pin connector to the corresponding cables on the existing connector. If
the head unit had a connector in the bottom right socket on the rear of the head unit,
reattach this to the rear of the head unit.

BMW and Rover vehicles with satellite navigation have the head unit in the rear of the car
near the CD changer. You will need to install the ice>Link:iPod 12 pin microfit extension
cable in this type of vehicle.

Vehicles with DSP (typically E39 5 series) will require optional A/D convertor.
Black wire needs to be grounded.

BMW_R40

Disconnect 3 pin and 6 pin plugs from rear of CD changer (if fitted).

Remove existing quadlock plug from back of head unit. Attach quadlock socket on
breakin/breakout harness to this plug. Attach new quadlock plug to back of head unit.
Insert 12-pin microfit connector to ice>Link:iPod interface.

Attach 12 pin CD audio connector to bottom left socket on rear of head unit. If the head
unit already had a connector in this socket with more than 4 wires, splice the cables on the
ice>Link:iPod 12 pin connector to the corresponding cables on the existing connector. If
the head unit had a connector in the bottom right socket on the rear of the head unit,
reattach this to the rear of the head unit.

BMW and Rover vehicles with satellite navigation and all Range Rovers have the head unit
in the rear of the car near the CD changer. You will need to install the ice>Link:iPod 12
pin microfit extension cable in this type of vehicle.

Range Rover with digital audio output from the CD changer will require optional A/D
converter.

Attach the 3 and 6 pin sockets to corresponding plug to the factory changer harness. This is
only for vehicles with factory changer harness.

If DSP is present: Attach the 3 socket and coaxial cable plug located on the factory changer
harness to the DSP converted box. This is only for vehicles with factory changer harness
and premium audio with DSP connection.

Do not use the 3-pin connector with the brown wire in the middle.

Locate OEM BMW satellite module. Remove rubber cap from 10-pin connector located on
top of satellite module and insert Dension provided 10-pin ice>Link connector. Connect
12-pin microfit connector to 12-pin extension cable if required or to ice>Link adapter.
Only for OEM BMW satellite module.




Troubleshooting

If iPod does not charge -
1. Check all connections.
2. Make sure that charge control is not turned off (see user’s manual pages 11 and 12).
3. Connect the iPod to a computer to see if it will charge from there.

If you can not hear music playing -
1. Make sure CD changer, SAT mode, or AUX is selected on your radio; the correct key will depend on
your radio system and the installation type
2. Make sure that an album or playlist is selected on the iPod.

If you can not switch your radio to CD changer mode -
1. Check cables to make sure everything is tight.
2. Remove the fuse of the radio, wait for 30 seconds, and then reinsert the fuse. This will reset your
radio and the interface. You may have to enter the radio security code, so please keep it handy.
3. Consult with your installer or contact your local Dension support center.

If you can not control the iPod from the radio -
1. Make sure the firmware on your iPod is the most recent. For updates please visit
www.apple.com/ipod
2. Reset the iPod - hold the center button and the Menu buttons until iPod reboots.
(Resetting will not erase your music, it will only restart the operating system of the iPod.)

If iPod does not turn on -
1. Verify that the iPod’s battery is not depleted by attempting to turn it on without connecting it to the
car.
2. Turn off both your car sterco, and the iPod before inserting it to the cradle. Power on your radio and
select the appropriate source.

If the music is distorted or the sound level is too low -
1. Check and make sure all EQ and BASS boost options are turned OFF on your iPod.
2. Make sure the Gain control is adjusted properly on the ice>Link, located under ice>Link setup.

Why is the menu size small on the iPod photo?
1. iPod photo has a high resolution screen, and therefore everything appears smaller.
2. At the time of development, iPod photo specifications were not available. A future firmware upgrade
may enlarge menu size.

Please make sure that you connect the plug and the receptacle in the right orientation and that the
housing latches to ensure tight retention.
